III. Minimum Bid Specifications 
1.) Bidder must have acquired a Schools and Libraries Corporations SPIN number and be willing to comply with all regulations pertaining to the Universal Service Fund Criteria for E-RATE providers.

2.) It is the responsibility of the vendor to determine E-rate eligibility of all items provided within their bid.
3.) The bidder must provide free as built drawings (if applicable) for each project and/or electronic copies of the files.
4.) The bidder must be able offer necessary training on new systems if needed and preferably within E-Rate eligibility.

5.) The bidder must perform cost allocation for any ineligible E-Rate services equipment going into a E-Rate eligible server or other E-Rate eligible equipment.

6.) All copper wire installed to facilitate new equipment shall be no less than category 6 plenum rated cable.
7.) Fees for Maintenance and service must be included in the bid proposal and are ERATE eligible.
